Will it reduce butterfat supply and impact industry’s cheese-focused future?

EAST EARL, Pa. - As seeds of doubt are being sown inter-
nally within the dairy industry about whole milk in schools,
we have discussed Confusion (will it help milk prices?) and
Consternation (unfounded fear about what will processors
do with ‘all that skim?’)

This week, we look at the third of the 5 C’s.

‘Competition’: If schoolchildren are offered whole milk, will
it significantly impact butterfat supplies, raise butter prices,
and compete with the industry’s cheap milk cheese-focused
future?

Every winter conference for the past few years has had at
least one speaker telling dairy farmers that fluid milk sales
are declining because Americans are eating more of their milk
instead of drinking it.

Fair enough. Cheese is the future, and the industry wants
to make more of it. Lots more of it. So much more cheese, in
fact, that inventory is growing. Analysts at conferences put
up slides with the words “Export or perish!” in large font.

Yes, U.S. Dairy wants to export more cheese, including
mozzarella. U.S. Dairy wants to export more butter and cream
products. U.S. Dairy wants to export more of the higher-value
products. (And we want to sell more cream to the upscale cof-
fee houses and downscale McCafe drinks we adults get to
choose while junior sips a paltry half-pint of fat-free chocolate
milk, sugar water, in the back seat. What’s wrong with us?)

The industry also wants to take milk down to its molecular
level — to turn the jug of milk into ingredients at the start --
to make new function-targeted products for the beverage
space outside of Class I parameters within an increasingly
Class Il dominated processing infrastructure.

Toward that end, new processing capacity won't convert
milk to traditional products, leaving elements to be marketed
as ingredients. Instead, these new state-of-the-art cheese and
ingredient plants start by taking milk apart to the ingredi-
ents-level to be used in making health beverages, bars, and
other products, as well as to make cheese.

At the Georgia Dairy Conference in January, IDFA CEO
Michael Dykes mentioned IDFA's support for the Whole Milk
for Healthy Kids Act, giving attendees a QR code to weigh-in
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with their Senators.
Later in his presentation, he noted that a shift to more fat in
school milk would make a 3% impact on the butter supply.
“I'm a believer that the markets work, when you take it
one place, you make a difference and change it someplace
else. Those are the things we can work through,” said Dykes.
So, we reached out to Calvin Covington, a former cooper-
ative CEO who is intimately familiar with component pricing
as it became part of the Federal Milk Marketing Order (FMMO)
system over 20 years ago. We asked his thoughts on how in-
creasing fat in the school milk supply would impact butter.
“Increased Cheddar cheese production has used millions and
millions of pounds of butterfat. No one complains about this.
Doesn't the dairy industry want to increase demand for all milk
components?” he replied and sent forth his own calculations,
providing a spreadsheet showing his estimates of milk used
in schools and the additional fat that would be needed for all
of that milk to go completely to 3.25% (whole) milk.
Covington ran the numbers, moving methodically through
assumptions on Table 1 to conclude the impact of shifting

“If you don’t have cow comfort, nothing
else seems to matter. We minimize the
stresses at calving on her feet and legs,
making sure she has feed and water,

a good place to rest, she’s clean and
she’s dry. That leaves the udder, and with
Udder Comfort™ they transition a lot more
smoothly,” says Scott Stempfle, herd
health manager at Stempfle Holsteins,
Maynard, lowa, milking 750 Holsteins,
averaging 95 pounds of 4.2 fat milk.

from a school milk fat percentage of 0.5%
(half fat-free and half 1%) all the way to
3.25% (whole milk) would have a small im-
pact on the butterfat supply -- raising the
school milk's usage of butterfat from 0.25%
of total butterfat production at the current
national average fat test of 4.11% to being
1.47% of total butterfat production at the av-
erage 4.11% fat test.

He estimates public schools use 9.72% of
all fluid milk, and for the purpose of the
spreadsheet exercise, he assumed that half of
those school milk sales are currently fat-free
and half are 1%. If that is the case, then going
to 3.25% (whole) milk for all pounds of school
milk sales, the additional fat that would be
needed is almost 114 million pounds, he re-
ports.

“This should be a non-issue,” Covington
concludes, using estimates that are based on
all of those school milk pounds moving to
3.25% fat.

The more likely scenario, however, is that
schools would implement a more gradual in-
crease in fat percentage. If it mirrored the na-
tional average for fluid milk sales at 2% fat,
the increase would be smaller initially. Using
Covington's chart and assumptions, the ad-
ditional fat that would be needed if school
milk fat content averaged 2% is closer to 84
million pounds, going from using 0.25% of
total fat production to 0.9% of total fat pro-
duction.

Not all schools will choose to offer all milk
at 3.25%. Some may offer 2% milk, which has
also been banned since 2010 and would be

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given regulatory relief under the Whole Milk
for Healthy Kids Act.

Even if 3.25% fat milk is universally of-
fered, some schoolchildren will continue to
choose low-fat milk, as they did in the Penn-
sylvania trial, where the preference was 3 to
1 1 for whole 3.25% over low-fat 1%.

! While a potentially higher fat content in
school milk is being scrutinized for its impact
on butter and butterfat, the impact of aggres-
sive increases in cheese production is ig-
nored. This speaks a bit to industry priorities.

“As butter and cheese consumption in-
crease, processors do not argue against the
increase because utilizing more fat would in-
crease the fat price,” Covington observes,
wondering why anyone would be concerned
about the impact on butterfat supply if chil-
dren get to choose whole milk while not
being concerned about the impact on butter-
fat supply in any other sector.

“An increase in fluid milk sales, in schools,
or anywhere, benefits all dairy farmers. With
all things being equal, it would shift milk
from Class Il and IV to Class I, which is a (nor-
mally) higher milk price,” Covington ex-
plains. “If Class III or IV need more milk to
replace the loss to Class I, more money would
need to be paid by Class III and IV milk buy-
ers, again, helping dairy farmers.”

So, what is the current status of butterfat
production and usage?

The national butterfat average is 4.11%. A
decade ago, it was 3.69. From 2011 to 2022,
total butterfat pounds produced on farms in
the U.S. grew by 2 billion pounds from 7.3 bil-
lion to 9.3 billion. That’s a butterfat volume
response to a price signaling demand.

Where’s it all going? Around 20% goes to
butter production, 8% to ice cream and
frozen desserts, 10% in fluid milk sales, and
close to 50% is used in cheese production.
And then there is this growing market for
cream used in coffee drinks.

Meanwhile, dairy producers out West re-
port receiving a letter from a large cheese

Dairymen, you have all been majorly insulted!

The National Milk Producers Federation (NMPF) has effec-
tively insulted every dairy farmer in North America, not to
mention other parts of the world where cleanliness and qual-
ity are part of the program.

An NMPF “news release” we received this week was titled:
“Raw Milk Doesn’t Define Dairy”

Wow! If raw milk doesn’t define dairy, then what does?
Does it imply that cows’ milk does not define dairy either?
The thought is absurd!

Reading further down this penned insult, we discover the
motivation for this admittedly well-written — but neverthe-
less woefully wrong — argument against raw milk. Appar-
ently, some lawmakers in several states across our country
are advocating more liberal policies regarding raw milk avail-
ability to the public. We quote directly from the article:

“.... to any state legislator who is contemplating loosening
restrictions on raw milk sales: The National Milk Producers
Federation, the largest organization of dairy farmers in the
United States, representing small, medium and large farms,
more than 95 percent of them family-owned and operated,
in every region of the country, stands opposed to the legisla-
tion you are considering. It’s bad for families, it’s bad for farm-
ers, and it’s based on bad science.”

Bad for families and farmers? Don’'t most dairy farm fam-
ilies get their milk for the day out of the bulk tank?

And since when do these dairy farm families actually have
a say or vote in such matters? Does NMPF speak for you?

Bad science? Where have we heard or seen that before?
Oh, yes, Dr. Ancel Keys intentionally skewed research that
was used for decades to give whole milk a bad rap. One per-
cent and 2% milk became all the rage because of it. And then,
in 2012, all milk varieties except for “skim” were banned from
school lunch and breakfast menus. An entire generation of
milk drinkers was quickly and most effectively turned to con-
suming far less nutritious beverages. Even “junk drinks” —
which some of them are — to wash down “junk foods.”

All because of very bad science. But quite deliberate and
with a sinister goal in mind: To turn young people away from
milk and plunge a dagger into the very heart of animal agri-
culture.

Bad science. Bad actors. Fantastic thievery.

By late 2017, Farmshine became aware that dairy farmers
were (and still are) funding their own demise. Your check-off
dollars were — and still are — being used against you. Dairy
Management, Inc. is not your ally, as countless very well-re-
searched articles by Sherry Bunting have pointed out over
the years.

You might say that DMI is quite the bold, USDA-authorized
den of thieves, with USDA Secretary Tom Vilsack as gang
leader.

“Building trust and sales in dairy” — a favorite phrase at
DMI — is a nice slogan that masks untrustworthy agendas
to line someone else’s pockets. DMI, USDA and NMPF should
never be bad-mouthing any segment of the dairy industry,
raw milk producers included.

Raw milk does indeed define dairy. There has always been
a demand for it and it appears to be growing. Let it grow.

We realistically suspect that NMPE along with USDA and
DMI and DFA are afraid of something, given this anti-raw milk
thetoric.

What might that be? Well, all of these organizations are
involved in drastically changing milk in one way or another,
making it as unnatural as possible. What their “junk scien-
tists” are concocting will stay on the shelf for months, no re-
frigeration needed.

Junior members may accumulate their
stars over the period of their junior member-
ship. When a junior has accumulated five
stars, they will automatically be designated
a Pennsylvania Junior Progressive Breeder.

Minimum standards:

1. Animal must be bred by junior member making
application. The breeder of an animal will be deter-
mined as stated on the Registration Certificate. The an-
imal does not have to be presently owned by the junior
member making application. A copy of the Registration
Certificate must be submitted with the application.

2. Only the latest 305-day, or less, production record
and current classification score will be accepted.

3. All entries must be accompanied by a copy of the
DHIA Cow Page or a copy of the DHIA Herd Test Sheet
that lists the cow’s current record.

4. An animal must have been officially classified in
the Holstein Association’s Classification Program.

5. Any individual animal may qualify her breeder for
a star breeder recognition on only one occasion.

6. Animals must have milk production records and
classification scores equal or in excess of the schedule below:

Milking yearling 21,500 Ibs. 84 points
2-year old 22,500 Ibs. 85 points
3-year old 24,500 Ibs. 86 points
4-year old 26,000 Ibs. 87 points

MARYLAND DAIRY SHRINE HONOREES

Donald and Sylvia Keller bred first WDE supreme champion

WEST FRIENDSHIP, Md. — A Maryland couple who worked
side-by-side to establish a dairy farm and top-end Registered
Holstein herd was honored by Maryland Dairy Shrine on Sat-
urday, February 24. While the husband, Donald Keller, passed
onin 2017, he is survived by his wife, Sylvia, to whom he was
married for nearly 59 years. She and several other members
of their family were in attendance to receive the honor, in-
cluding enthusiastic applause from all in attendance.

It was told that when Donald and Sylvia began talking
about getting married, Donald made it clear that he was a
dairy farmer and that he was looking for a spouse who would
work with him on the farm. Even though Sylvia was from a
beef farm, she accepted the proposal, and they were married
on January 19, 1958.

The partnership was formed and lasted a lifetime. Wind-
Drift Holsteins was officially established and in 1959 they
began farming on the Coblentz Farm on Green Street in Mid-
dletown. Their Registered Holstein herd was started with four
foundation animals from Donald’s 4-H years of showing.

In 1969, they moved the farming operation to the Kefauver
Farm on the outskirts of Middletown where they remained
for 27 years. They were proud of the fact that although they
never owned a farm, they had a successful career in farming
and developed a strong home-bred herd, making a few pur-
chases along the way.

Donald and Sylvia were the breeders of Wind-Drift Count-
ess Nora, who was the first cow to be named supreme cham-
pion at the World Dairy Exposition in Madison in 1970.

Kellers also bred Wind-Drift Elevation Nola who was All-
Maryland in 1977, 1978 and 1979. Both Nora and Nola were
descendants of Rolling Knoll Creator Chieftain, the very first
4-H heifer Donald purchased in 1941 from McKendree Walker
in Gaithersburg. They were proud to have several bulls going
to Sire Power and abroad. Donald was named Maryland Out-
standing Senior Holstein Breeder in 1991.

Donald and Sylvia welcomed two children to their family,
Cindy in 1960, and Wes in 1962. The family was active in
showing, and they also hosted many dairy judging practices
on the farm as well as the Frederick County Good Neighbor
Day.

When they sold the entire herd in 1996, they purchased 14
acres outside of Middletown, where they continued to keep
animals until 2012. Donald passed on December 30, 2017,
but the family still lives there today.

Donald and Sylvia were members of Capitol Milk Producers
for 30 years and then became members of Maryland & Vir-
ginia Milk Producers. They also were members of the Freder-
ick County, state and national Holstein associations. Also the
Frederick County Farm Bureau and the Maryland Jersey Cattle
Club.

Donald was a member of the 4-H All Stars and he attended
the National 4-H Congress in Chicago in 1947. He was a mem-
ber of FFA and obtained his State Farmer Degree. He also par-
ticipated in the FFA dairy judging contests.

He was a past president of the Frederick County Holstein
Association, board member of Southern States, DHIA mem-
ber, life member of Maryland Dairy Shrine, and belonged to
the Catoctin Soil Conservation District. He was a life member
of Zion Evangelical Lutheran Church in Middletown.

Few know that Donald had his pilot’s license in the 1950’s,
owned a plane, and often spoke of flying and landing on the
farm on Picnic Woods Road outside of Middletown back in
the day.

Sylvia was very active with the Frederick Fair Dairy Board
and helped with the open class shows for many years. In
2008 she was recognized for her dedicated years of service
to the Frederick County 4-H Dairy program. She served on the
Frederick County Dairy Princess Committee and the Maryland
State Dairy Princess Board for many years and served as
chairwoman on both levels. She served on the Frederick
County Farm Bureau Women’s Committee, and the Middle-
town Southern States Women’s Board as well. She has been
a member of the Zion Evangelical Lutheran Church in Mid-
dletown for 60 plus years, where she has been active on the
Altar Guild, has helped with the nursery and kindergarten
class, and was a member of the bowling team for many years.

We are Wisconsin dairy farmers who are outraged at the
invasion of our rights by the EAR.M. program. FARM is
funded by the 15-cent dairy check-off and conducted by Na-
tional Milk Producers. EA.R.M. is an uncontrolled bureaucracy
that's gone bonkers, just like several other dairy check-off
programs!

One of us has twice been gravely ill due to exposure to
cryptosporidium — a disease transferred by livestock ma-
nure.

I
know many that quit recently saying 'When is enough,
enough?'

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Another Whole Milk cosponsor brings
total to 16 sponsors in U.S. Senate

The Whole Milk for Healthy Kids Act, S. 1957, gained anoth-
er cosponsor this week: Senator Joni Ernst, a Republican from
Iowa and member of the Senate Ag Committee. The bill now has
16 Senate sponsors from 12 states (see map at right), including
12 Republicans, 3 Democrats, and 1 Independent. Among the 16
are 8 who represent more than one-third of the Senate Agricul-
ture Committee. In addition, both the Senate Ag Subcommittee
on Nutrition chair John Fetterman (D-Pa.) and ranking member
Mike Braun (R-Ind.) are signed on. More cosponsors are critical
for S. 1957 to find a path forward in the Senate. The past several

2024 Cl. I value losses acrue quickly as
March mover at $18.80 instead of $20

USDA announced the March advance Class I price ‘mover’ last
Thurs., Feb. 22 at $18.80, up 81 cents from the Feb. mover and 19
cents lower than the Class I mover a year ago for March 2023.

At $18.80 under the current ‘average-plus-74-cents’ formula,
the March mover is a whopping $1.20 lower than the $20.00 it
would have been under the previous ‘higher of” formula.

As reported two weeks ago in this column, dairy farm numbers
dropped a staggering 40% in five years, according to the 2022 Ag
Census. Over the past nearly five years, farmers have faced unin-
tended negative consequences of the Class I formula change that
was put in the 2018 Farm Bill and implemented May 2019. This
could cost dairy farmers nearly $500 million in Class I value loss
for 2024, alone, which would bring the net negative impact to $1.6
billion by the end of five and a half years of implementation (May
2019-Dec. 2024).

USDA AMS has already announced the advance Class I price mov-
ers for the first three months of 2024. When multiplied by estimated
(Class I marketings, expected Q-1 losses are estimated to reach $127
million, or an average loss of $1.23 on every hundredweight of Class
I milk that will have been sold January through March 2024. At a
28% national average Class I milk utilization, the average Class I val-
ue loss translates to a 34 cents/cwt loss on all milk marketed for all
uses the first three months of the year.

On Feb. 16, the World Agricultural Outlook Board delivered its
2024 forecast, projecting the Class Il average price at $17.10; Class
IV at $20.20. If realized, this $3.10 average spread for the year
would produce an average monthly loss of more than $1.00/cwt in
Class I value and estimated losses of around $500 million for 2024.

The larger issue may be the disorderly marketing that ensues
when the spread is this large for this long, pushing the Class I
mover below the Class II and IV price for the foreseeable future
in some FMMOs -- enough to promote rampant depooling of the
higher-value manufacturing milk from even those FMMOs with
stricter pooling | depooling rules - like in the Northeast. If more of
this higher value milk is depooled, the uniform blended price can
be further reduced.

Class IV milk contracts
average was $20.59 - down 10 cents. The daily CME spot market
for dairy products turned higher on butter and cheese, lower on
dry whey and nonfat dry milk.

Feb. Class and Component prices all higher
USDA announced the class and component prices for February
milk on Wed., Feb. 28. Class I and IV at $20.53 and $19.85, respec-
tively were higher than the previous month and $2 to $2.50 higher
than the Feb. Class I mover price. Class III at $16.08 was higher

than January, but still the lowest class price for the month. Milk
component values were all higher in February: Protein was up a
dime at $1.23/lb; Butterfat was up a little over a dime at $3.10/
1b; solids nonfat and other solids were both valued higher than
at $1.03 and 27 cents per pound, respectively.

More IRA ‘Climate Smart’ questions

for Sec. Vilsack from House Ag Committee

Opening the Feb. 14th House Ag Committee hearing with USDA
Secretary Tom Vilsack, Committee Chairman G.T. Thompson of
Pennsylvania said the clear message he has heard as he has trav-
eled across the country on farm bill listening sessions is that, “Ag-
riculture needs government to work for them, not against them.”

Vilsack was pressed at least 8 times by 8 different members of
the Committee for clarity and details on the Climate Smart deal.
Representatives wanted an update on how the billions of dollars
in Inflation Reduction Act (IRA) funds for conservation programs
and Climate Smart Partnerships are making it directly to farmers.

Rep. Mary Miller of Illinois went so far to say the climate cult
is a scam and pointed to what is happening in Europe, airing her
concerns about incentives for solar panels on good farmland pric-
ing farms out of rented acres. She expressed concern about get-
ting farmers reliant on “environmental payments” instead of a
food system that allows farms to succeed producing food, and she
wondered about being beholden to the global climate-cult, which
means (I'm paraphrasing) she is concerned about the stick that
follows the climate-smart carrot.

While the purpose of these conservation and Climate-Smart
IRA funds, said Vilsack, is to ‘get money to farmers,” his update
acknowledged that, “There’s a lot of work to do. We’re assisting
and guiding (farmers) into participating,” he said.

“We’ve increased the number of people working at NRCS (1500
new hires, total 4000 new hires planned). We’ve entered into co-
operative agreements so we have a broader reach (hire estimated
3000 technical staff through conservation partners), so that those
who might not be able to understand that they qualify for the pro-
gram are finding out,” Vilsack explained, noting that this is nec-
essary in order to actually implement the Inflation Reduction Act.

(Translation: Money hasn’t gone directly to farmers so much as
it has gone to program infrastructure, such as more USDA staff,
partnership staff, and developing the herding routines to get farm-
ers ‘guided’ on board for Climate Smart data collection and moni-
toring. In contrast, the IRA funds going to traditional and oversub-
scribed conservation program EQIP have largely been obligated to
farmers at this point.)

Rep. Marie Gluesenkamp Perez of Washington State made
the point that, “Farmers should not have to rely on value added
ventures to survive, like agro-tourism or solar panel installations.
These are ventures in their own right and should not be necessary
for farmers to continue and pass on their farms to the next gener-
ation,” she said.

Rep. Doug LaMalfa of California pushed the point that farm-
ers like the traditional conservation programs, like EQIP, but the
IRA-funded Climate-Smart Partnerships deal for “tying up carbon
is going to require them to jump through hoops,” he said, noting
that no-till and cover crops aren’t possible on some types of farms,
like rice production.

Vilsack countered: “It’s voluntary... and it doesn’t necessarily put
people at a competitive disadvantage. The idea here is to measure,
monitor and verify the results so that we know what works and
what doesn’t work, so that we don’t invest in what doesn’t work.”

plant, putting in a new base program at 1.5% over base.

Another producer in an unregulated state in the West re-
ported receiving a letter from his cheese plant stating they
will reduce the butterfat multiple in their cheese milk pay-
ment, beginning April 1. The reason, according to the letter,
is the farms are making too much butterfat, and the plant is
having to buy condensed solids (skim) to pair with the addi-
tional fat or sell the extra fat as excess sweet cream at a loss.

During the FMMO hearing, fluid milk bottlers complained
that the higher fat and component levels in milk today are
more costly for them to deal with, that they must move the
excess cream at a loss, and they have to clean the separator
more often because of ‘sludge’ buildup. (I kid you not, one wit-
ness called it ‘sludge.’)

Processors have petitioned USDA with multiple proposals
to get regulated minimum prices down to their definition of
a ‘market clearing’ level that then allows them to add market
premiums to attract new milk. Read that sentence again.

Who would be paying those premiums to grow milk sup-
ply? Not the processors. It would be revenue coming out of
the regulated minimum price benchmarks for all farmers, in-
cluding farmers that are not growing, to then get added back
in by the processors wherever they want to direct growth.

Cheap milk is the name of the game, while at the same
time, dairy farmers are being challenged to grow to meet the
future ‘demand gap’ to fill $7 billion in new processing invest-
ments that will become operational over the next few years.

Dairy analysts tell how milk production expansion to meet
this investment will not be as easy to do and will take longer
than in the past because of the shortage in replacement heifers.

We’re at a standoff, so to speak.

Dairy producers have bred beef-on-dairy to bring margin back
to their farms after 10 years of dairy margin compression. This
strategy has been a good hedge against overproduction of milk
in the era of sexed-semen, and it has helped protect farm bal-
ance sheets by reinforcing the value of the cattle as collateral.

So, what tool will be used now to drive consolidation and
growth in dairy? Dykes told Georgia producers that, “Sustain-
ability will be one of the biggest drivers of consolidation we’ve
seen in a generation. Why? Because it’s going to take invest-
ment, and it’s going to take scale. We need to figure it out, to
measure it, verify it, account for it, not double count it. We’re
going to need investments to make sure we have the infra-
structure.”

He said sustainability will become the gateway for exports
where countries have mandates and carbon taxes for pur-
chased ag products.

So, here we are back at the question about milk supply, but-
terfat supply, skim supply and school milk. Wouldn't whole
milk sales to schools offer a much-needed tug on the demand
side to help shift some milk
away from this runaway,
market-depressing, buildup
of excess cheese production
that elicits the powerpoint
headline: ‘Export or perish?’

Just think, if the fluid milk
sales to schools increased as
they did in the Pennsylvania
trial by 52%, or even half that,
by 25% as more kids choose
milk instead of refusing it, mar-
ket principles could work —
gaining something in one place
to affect it someplace else.

Meanwhile, the industry
can do some soul-searching
and adapting amid the dou-
ble-speak. If more milk, fat
and components are needed,
then farmers need to be able
to make a living milking

USDA DMC Program Enrollment Opens: USDA opened Dairy Margin
Coverage (DMC) enrollment for the 2024 Program Year on February 28.
Those farms that enroll early could potentially receive a payment on
January milk within the next couple of weeks, depending on where the
margin falls. As of February 27, the January margin under the DMC Pro-
gram was forecast at $8.46 per hundredweight, which would provide
an indemnity payment of $1.04 per cwt., or just over $800 on a million
pounds of production. The enrollment period will remain open until
April 29th, with payments retroactive to January milk.

For farms that have never enrolled in DMC before, it is important to
understand that the DMC program is intended to serve as a safety net
against volatility in either your milk price or in the price you are paying
for your feed. It is margin-based insurance that was authorized under
the 2018 Farm Bill and is administered through USDA’s Farm Service
Agency (FSA). Farms can protect anywhere from a $4 to a $9.50 margin
in 50-cent increments.

Those farms that fall under 5 million pounds in annual production
(about 200 to 230 cows) can enroll all their milk in Tier 1 coverage, with
very reasonable premium levels. You can protect a $9.50 margin on your
dairy for 15 cents per hundredweight. The margin is derived from sub-
tracting the feed costs per one hundred pounds of milk produced from
the announced All-Milk price for that month. As an example, October
2023’s margin was announced at $9.44 per cwt. and was calculated
from a $21.60 per cwt. milk price and $12.16 in total feed costs. For
those farms that are above that 5-million-pound threshold, you can en-
roll the first 5 million pounds in the Tier 1 Program and purchase addi-
tional coverage under Tier 2. But the premium levels are much higher,
and you can only cover up to an $8 margin.

Since DMC began in 2019, the DMC Program has paid out nearly $2.1
billion in indemnities through 2023. At the maximum $9.50 per cwt.
margin coverage, indemnities were above the premium level in every
year. DMC indemnities were the highest in 2023, with payments trig-
gered in 11 out of 12 months. Prices in 2023 yielded a record low margin
of $6.70 per cwt. average for the year. For those farms covered at the
maximum $9.50 margin coverage level, DMC provided a net benefit of

up. However, the margin does dip below the $9.50 level in January and
February. Also, with the unpredictable nature of our commodity mar-
kets, nobody knows for sure when indemnity payments will be trig-
gered. Try to look at DMC like you would your auto or farm insurance
policy. Nobody wants to be affected by an accident or a catastrophic
event like a fire, and everyone hopes that never happens to them. But
you still get the insurance knowing that you need to protect your busi-
ness from when it does.

With this enrollment, USDA has extended the DMC Program through
2024, which means that any producers who enrolled in the five-year lock
in discounted premiums now get a bonus sixth year for those discount-
ed premiums. The Supplemental Production History that was added to
the program in 2022 was also rolled into the program on a permanent
basis through a new Adjusted Production History. That means that your
locked-in discount is extended to that total Adjusted Production History.

Just like in past years, producers need to pay a $100 administrative
fee plus the premium to enroll in the program. Premiums are due by the
end of September each year and can be subtracted from monthly in-
demnity payments. Enrollment must be done at a local FSA Office. Con-
sider calling ahead to schedule an appointment at your local FSA Office.

Earlier in February, Governor Josh Shapiro announced that his bud-
get proposal for the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania included $5.6 mil-
lion in funding to assist dairy farmers in protecting their risks through
the DMC Program. Details of what that assistance will look like for an
individual farm are still being drafted, and that funding would have to
stay in the budget as it moves through the General Assembly for a vote
later this summer before it is authorized. However, other states have
seen success in increasing enrollment in the program by either subsidiz-
ing or covering premium costs for farms to enroll. If this would pass in
Pennsylvania, it would likely be for the 2025 enrollment year.
